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Parity has ruled the Oahu Interscholastic Association White Conference, but Moanalua left no
doubt who the best team is this year. Na Menehune be
came the sixth different team to win a White title in
seven years with a 217 victory over Aiea last night at
Aloha Stadium. Tahje Canyon rushed for 93 yards and
two touchdowns and senior Essaye Villaver made two
key gamealtering plays as Moanalua (161) completed a
perfect run through league play. "It's been a great jour-
ney -- one of learning and believing in each other,"
Moanalua coach Arnold Martinez said. "What shows
great character about this team is how much resilience

and toughness they have shown." Moanalua defeated Aiea3Bfor the second time in three

weeks and will host Hawaii Prep in the opening round of the HHSAA Division Il state tourname
in two weeks. Na Alii will host Lahainaluna in the other firstound game. 'lolani and Kauai will
receive byes. Last night's game was much closer than the previous meeting between the two
schools. Na Alii got a dyard touchdown run by Lawrence Lagafuaina, who missed the game thr
weeks ago with an ankle injury, to tie the game with 21 seconds remaining in the first quarter.

But after Aiea kicked off, Moanalua decided against taking a knee and instead called Villaver's

number on a deep ball from Adam

Francisco. The two executed the play

to perfection, as Villaver beat the cor-

nerback for an 8Gyard touchdown
with 10 seconds left to give Moanalua
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right at the end and it worked to per-
