(they know who they are) :   

 This is the last AP grade check for Qrt 1, If a player is ineligible from 
this grade check he will not be allowed to play in a game until 
OCTOBER 26TH (The last game of regular season is Sat, 10/17). 
Please encourage your child to see their teachers for any missing 
work and extra help.  Academic probation players were provided 
with mandatory paperwork from the A.D., Mr. Kawachi Today.  The 
academic probation grade check signed by teachers, parents/
guardians and student is due on, Monday, September 28th by 
3:30pm.   Players are not to give these forms to Coach, they are to be 
submitted to Mr. Kawachi directly.  These players do grade checks bi-
weekly, they do not follow the routine weekly team grade-
checks.  Please help to keep your player eligible for the entire season 
(and beyond!).  

 

Grade Checks: This week grade checks for non-AP players are due on 
Fri 9/25 because there are no games this week. Remember once the 
quarter is over, if current player who is not on AP drops below a 2.0 
for Q1, they will be on academic probation for the rest of the season. 
Please help your child stay on top of their assignments.

June 26, 2006 was a sad day for MOHS 
football, we lost one of our biggest 
fans, Candace Tiave (Haaheo '05 and 
Pono '07) to breast cancer.  One of our 
most cherished awards at the end of 
the year is the Candace Tiave 
Commitment Award, which is given to 
the player who displays the most 
commitment on and off the field.  
Coach created the award to honor 
Candace's commitment to the football 
program.  She would watch every 
practice and every game even after 
her radiation treatments, regardless 
of how bad she felt over the course of 
2 years.  Every year since then, we 
have participated as a team in the 
Race for the Cure.  Please join us 

again this year and honor Candace and any of your family members that 
have been affected by breast cancer.  We've had players, coaches, family 
members, entire families and friends participate with us in the past.  The 
race is next month on Sunday, October 18th at Kapiolani Park.  The 5K run 
starts at 7am and the 1 mile fun walk starts at 7:15am (Coach wants to 
remind the players and the coaches that last year he came in first amongst 
our team in the 5K run!) .
